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Development Plan Scheme 2009

Under the Planning etc (Scotland) Act
2006, we must prepare this development
plan scheme. The development plan
scheme sets out our programme for
preparing and reviewing the local
development plans. This s the first update
to the development plan scheme following
its launch in Spring 2008 and in this
document we will let you know:

¢ how our planning is going; and

¢+ when we will be starting work on the
area local development plans.

The scheme includes:

¢ atimetable for producing the
Highland-wide Local development
Plan;

¢ what is involved at each stage of
making this plan; and

¢+ how and when you can expect to be
involved - our participation statement

We will send this scheme to Scottish
Ministers. You will be able to see itin public
libraries, council offices and service points,
as well as on our website.

We have prepared this document because
you need to know about what plans we are
preparing and how you can get involved.
We have recently been issued with detailed
rules on how we should prepare the
development plan scheme. These rules are
The Town and Country Planning
(Development Planning) (Scotland)
Regulations 2008 and came into force on
the 28" February 2009. We will follow what
they say throughout the production of our
new plans.

What are development
plans?

Planning affects most people at some point
in their lives. The planning system is made
up of development plans which tell you
where development can and cannot take
place. The planning system also sets out
the process of making decisions on
applications for development and what
land can be used for.

Development plans contain statements
(known as policies) for:

e how land can be used and
developed in future; and

e protecting the natural and built
environment.

Decisions on planning applications must
be made in line with each of these plans.




What is our progress
so far?

You may be aware that we produced a
Development Plan Scheme in Spring 2008.
In that document we set out what work we
hoped to be doing over the past year.

As you will see from reading this document
our time scales for our Highland Wide Local
Development Plan have changed partly
due to us having to wait on the new rules
on the production of development plans
being put in place.

Over the past year we have been working
towards production of the Highland wide
Local Development Plan, continuing work
on the local plans for Sutherland and West
Highlands and Islands and also work has
begun on some of our supplementary
guidance.

We have also been trying to keep you up
to date with progress on the work we have
been doing on our website. August 2008
saw the release of an update newsletter
on the progress of the work in the A96
Corridor and December 2008 saw the first
in a series of newsletters which will be
produced to update members of the public,
the development industry and our partners
in the public sector on the progress of the
work of the development plans team. Both

What development plans
do we have at the
moment?

The Highland Structure Plan was approved
by Scottish Ministers in 2001.

The Structure Plan looks at development
in the long-term. It sets out how much
development can happen and where it
should take place.

Local plans set out more detailed policies
on where development should be allowed.
They cover smaller areas within the area
covered by the structure plan.

We used to have 12 local plans covering
the Highland area but we have reduced this
to seven. By doing this we have been able
to work on replacing some plans that are
out of date.

We are in the process of replacing the
plans for the Sutherland and West
Highland and Islands areas at the moment.
Both plans could be adopted by the end of
2009. The plans will be adopted after the
plans are carefully looked at by a Scottish
Government Reporter, after this they will
then be approved by law.

The Cairngorms National Park Authority
now prepares the Local Development Plan
for their area, which covers most of the
Badenoch and Strathspey area. We expect
this plan will be adopted late 2009.

Under the new Planning Act, we will only
be preparing what are called Local
Development Plans in the future, and the
work on the first of these, the Highland wide
Local Development Plan, is outlined in
more detail in this document.






Delivering Planning Reform

A document called “Delivering Planning
Reform” was launched by Scottish
Government in October 2008 to set out the
next steps in the modernisation and reform
of the planning system.

To deliver planning reform the Scottish
Government has been working with the
Convention of Scottish Local Authorities to
identify ways in which they can significantly
increase participation and speed up the
pace of planning reform.

A number of pilot schemes are to be
commenced throughout Scotland to show
how the new Development Planning
Regulations, which were laid before
Parliament on 19" December 2008, will be
implemented. Highland Council was
chosen as one of the pilot authorities to
deliver a new Highland wide Local
Development Plan based on partnership
working with SEPA, SNH, Scottish Water
and Transport Scotland. The aim is to
demonstrate the benefits of a partnership
approach to the preparation of a new-style,
concise, map-based plan.

Linkages to other Council Plans and Strategies

This new Highland wide Local Development Plan will be prepared at the same time as a
number of important documents for Highland which will have an impact on the everyday
lives of the community. The diagram below shows these linkages.



What are we
going to do In the
future?

We need to set out our long-term view of
future development and land use through
Local Development Plans (LDP) and
associated Supplementary Guidance.

For the Highland area we are going to
produce:

A Highland wide Local
Development Plan

A Highland wide Local Development Plan
will guide the future development of the
Highland area for the next 20 years. It will
also make sure we make consistent
decisions about planning permissionin line
with policies that apply to the whole
Highland area. We have already started
work on this and we will shortly be
publishing our Main Issues Report. More
information on this is available on page 21
of this document.

3 Area Local
Development Plans

We are going to reduce the number of area
local development plans from seven to
three. These plans make sure that the
proposals in the Highland Wide Local
Development Plan can be applied at a local
level. They will set out in more detail which
land is likely to be developed. Only having
three area Local Development Plans will
make it easier to prepare and review the
plans every five years.

The three area local development plans will
be:

e The Inner Moray Firth ;
e Caithness and Sutherland; and
e West Highland and Islands.

The areas these Local Development Plans
will cover are shown on page 5.

These areas reflect travel to work and
housing market areas and largely follow
current ward boundaries.

We have set out a timescale for beginning
work on these plans and this can be found
on page 14. The Inner Moray Firth Local
Development Plan will be prepared first due
to the development pressures in this area.

Strategic Environmental
Assessment (SEA)

We will prepare this assessment alongside
the Highland Wide Local Development
Plan and all of the area Local Development
Plans. All plans, programmes and
strategies need to be assessed on how
they will affect the environment and how
the plan takes other important national,
regional and local policies into account. A
Strategic Environmental Assessment is a
process which helps identify how we can
implement our plan with minimal
environmental effects. There are three
consultation authorities that help us to
produce the SEA:

e Historic Scotland (HS)

e Scottish Environmental Protection
Agency (SEPA)

e Scottish Natural Heritage (SNH)

We will clearly show how the SEA is
prepared and show how it is used at each
stage of all of the Local Development
Plans. Each stage of the SEA will be
available for you to consider and get
involved in.



Supplementary Guidance

We will prepare a full set of Supplementary
Guidance (SG) alongside the Highland wide
Local Development Plan. This guidance will
give more detail on certain issues in the
plan. Once our Highland wide Local
Development Plan has been approved we
can adopt our Supplementary Guidance
and it will be a legal part of the Development
Plan for Highland.

We are already working on a number of
pieces of supplementary guidance, and
will be producing a number of others which
will help us implement both the Highland
Wide Development Plan and the area Local
Development Plans. These will cover:

Developer Contributions

This SG is an important step in helping us
make sure the proposals (such as for new
roads and open spaces) in the local
development plans and other council plans
can be put in place. It will provide clear,
consistent guidance for service providers,
developers and the community.

Planning for Managing Floods

We are committed to preparing SG on how
we take flooding into account when
assessing development proposals. This
supplementary guidance will link to the flood
maps prepared by Scottish Environmental
Protection Agency.

Open Space in New Residential
Developments

We have been working on this document
to ensure that we can have the right amount
of open space, make sure it is accessible
and make sure it is of a high quality. Once
completed this document will set out
provision standards for quantity, quality and
accessibility as well as how open spaces
should be managed and maintained.

A public consultation on this was carried
out early 2009 and we hope to adopt the
guidance as a material planning
consideration in summer 2009 pending
approval of the Highland Wide Local
Development Plan.

Residential Layout and Design

Developers, and the people who make
decisions on applications need better
guidance on the types of layout we want to
see in housing areas in Highland. The
Highland Council’s Transport, Environment
and Community Service are reviewing
guidelines on roads and we will take this
into account when we develop our
Supplementary Guidance on the layout and
design of housing areas.

Wind Energy

Both the Council and Scottish Government
are targeting more of our needs for
electricity and heat to be met from
renewable sources. We already have a
Highland Renewable Energy Strategy and
Planning Guidelines document which is
supplementary planning guidance and a
material consideration in making decisions
on planning applications.

However, we are preparing new
supplementary guidance for onshore Wind
Energy development in response to
Scottish Government’s more recent policy
approach. It will replace parts of the existing
Strategy and Guidelines and the work
preparing it will fit with and feed into the
Highland-wide Local Development Plan.

As part of the new policy and guidance we
will need a better way of considering the
effect of proposed windfarms on the
landscape of our area, both individually and
cumulatively with other windfarms. We
intend to consult on draft guidance
alongside consultation on the Main Issues
Report for the Highland-wide Local
Development Plan.



Housing in the Countryside

The Housing in the Countryside:
Supplementary Guidance will be updated
in 2009, following public consultation. It will
be put in place to guide decisions on
planning applications pending the adoption
of the Highland wide Local Development
Plan.

These are the most important pieces of
Supplementary Guidance and we will be
bringing these forward in the near future.
There may be a need to create
Supplementary Guidance on a number of
other topics and we will keep you up to date
with these through our website.

We aim to have all of our Supplementary
Guidance in place by the time that the
Highland Wide Local Development Plan is
adopted.

We already have Supplementary Planning
Guidance on the following topics and these
will be updated when necessary.

The Highland Wide Local Development Plan

What will the Highland wide Local
Development Plan Contain?

A vision and spatial strategy

There are many different priorities for
development across an area as large as
Highland. Putting these priorities together
in one plan as a vision and a spatial
strategy is very important.

The vision will be a clear view of the type
of place we want Highland to be in the
future. It will also make reference to
ongoing work to update the City Vision for
Inverness, given its important role within
the wider Highland area.

The Spatial Strategy will set out what types
of development will be essential and where
this development will go. It will reflect the
priorities set out within the National
Planning Framework produced by Scottish
Government.

We will be asking your views on these
important parts of the Highland Wide Local
Development Plan as part of the
consultation on the Main Issues Report.

Major Development Areas

The Highland wide Local Development
Plan will set out the key strategic
development areas for the Highlands.
Three specific areas that will be covered
are detailed here, although we will carry
out more discussions on what development
and growth is needed throughout Highland
as part of the consultation on the Main
Issues Report for the Highland Wide Local
Development Plan.
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1. A96 Corridor

The A96 corridor is the land along the A96
between Inverness and Nairn, and is one
of the main areas where development is
likely to happen in Highland. The corridor
is supported through National Planning
Framework 2 and the adopted Inverness
local plan. In addition the Scottish
Transport Projects Review which sets out
the major transport projects in Scotland for
the next 20 years has identified that the
A96 between Inverness and Nairn should
be made into a dual carriage way to ensure
that the potential of this area can be
unlocked.

The framework for the A96 corridor was
approved for use as a material planning
consideration in the determination of
planning applications in 2007 by Highland
Councillors and we will continue to use it
as planning guidance until the Highland
wide Local Development Plan is complete.

The framework identified important areas
for providing more housing, business and
shopping opportunities along the A96 and
it also sets out what would be needed to
support this kind of development. We need
to make sure that the ideas and proposals
included in the framework are carried
through the Highland wide Local
Development Plan to ensure the economic
potential of this area is unlocked.

2. Dounreay

Dounreay, the UK’s centre of fast reactor
research and development from 1955 until
1994, is now Scotland’s largest nuclear
clean-up and demolition project. This
involves construction, demolition and waste
management, designed to return the site to
as near as practicable its original condition.
Decommissioning Dounreay is recognised
internationally as one of the most complex
nuclear clean-up challenges in the world
and is fostering skills and enterprise
amongst the companies involved, growing
expertise that is recognised in National
Planning Framework 2.

The development activities that are
required as part of decommissioning
require careful planning. We already have
in place a Dounreay Planning Framework,
which we approved as supplementary
planning guidance in 2006. The document
sets out three phases for the
decommissioning and restoration
programmes, together covering the period
2005 to 2036. This phasing enables the
land use implications and environmental
effects of the proposed activities to be
identified, and helps to achieve the
necessary planning permissions one stage
at a time

Considerable progress has been made on
the first phase and the timescale for the
three phases reassessed, the end date
being accelerated to 2025. We will engage
with Dounreay Site Restoration Ltd, the site
licence company, to review and update the
Planning Framework document. This may
include further consideration of end uses
for the site.
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The Government is committed to
addressing the economic and social
impacts of the decommissioning of
Dounreay. The Council’'s Highland-wide
and area Local Development Plan will have
a part to play in addressing the land use
planning implications of that.

3. Nigg

The Nigg Masterplan is intended to set
out the planning framework for the former
Nigg Fabrication Yard and adjacent land
and will, in due course, be adopted by the
Council as Supplementary Guidance for
use in the assessment of future planning
applications.

The Development Masterplan provides a
15-20 year strategic framework of
appropriate uses to be accommodated on
the site.

A public consultation was carried out early
2009 and this work will feed into the
Highland Wide Local Development Plan.



Policies for Managing Development

The main policies needed for making
decisions about development will be set out
in the Highland wide Local Development
Plan. The will allow us to make consistent
decisions about development. We will take
into account Scottish Government policy
and guidance as well as the views of a
range of agencies including, Scottish
Natural Heritage, Scottish Environmental
Protection Agency, Transport Scotland and
Scottish Water. We will also take into
account our new Supplementary Guidance
and other existing planning guidance when
writing these policies.

We have identified a total of 22 key policy
areas which we will look at as part of the
Highland wide Local Development Plan.
This list is accurate at the time of writing
however they may change during the
preparation of the plan.

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Supplementary Guidance

As we said earlier, we need to prepare
Supplementary Guidance on a humber of
topics. Once we have adopted the
Highland wide Local Development Plan we
will re-adopt most of our supplementary
guidance so it can form a statutory part of
the development plan.

Action Programme

We will write the action programme for
putting in place our plan. This may include
when we believe key infrastructure such
as roads will be developed and when we
will prepare Supplementary Guidance.

The wider public

B Many people do not belong to
organised groups. We need to
reach out to the wider public in
different ways so as many people
as possible can join in easily.
Certain groups (eg people who
can’'t work easily, people under 35,
people in full-time employment,
unemployed people, travellers and
ethnic minorities) have been less
involved in the planning process in
the past than other groups of people.



You can expect to be involved in preparing
the Highland Wide Local Development
Plan. We will ask your opinions regularly
throughout the process of preparing the
plan. We will encourage people from all
sections of the community and from all over
the Highlands to take part. We hope to
produce a plan that is well supported, good
for the environment and which meets the
needs for development in the future.

Standards for Community
Involvement

We intend to follow the Scottish
Government’s ‘National Standards for
Community Engagement’ which are set out
in Planning Advice Note 81: Community
Engagement. This will allow you to be fully
involved in the process, have your say and
be listened to we will be using this along
side other guidance on community
involvement.

The table below sets out each standard for
involving the community. We have
explained what each standard means.



We have also been working with Planning
Aid Scotland’s new guidance on
community engagement called SP=EED
which stands for Scottish Planning =
Effective Engagement and Delivery. By
following this guidance we can ensure we
meet the Standards of Community

Involvement set out by the Scottish
Government.

SP=EED has 3 levels:
Level 1 - Giving Information

Level 2 - Consulting and
Listening

Level 3 - Partnership

This shows the three separate elements
which can contribute towards effective
community involvement in the planning
system.

By producing this Development Plan
Scheme we are meeting with Level 1 of
SP=EED, we also do this more regularly
by publishing information and newsletters
on our website.

We will be continuing to use SP=EED
throughout our plan making by using
interactive methods of engagement where
we give you information and then you can
give us feedback. We also would like to
continue to work in partnership with key
stakeholders to produce the plan. We have
already formed a number of partnerships
to help us to prepare and then deliver the
Local Development Plan.
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Equalities Impact Assessment and
Equalities Monitoring

At each stage of the Highland wide Local
Development Plan, we will consider how
our policies may affect you. Different
groups have different needs and by
carrying out an Equalities Impact
Assessment we can see if our policies will
have an adverse affect on any group and
if it does how can we prevent any negative
affect.

We will also be carrying out equalities
monitoring so that we can build up an
accurate picture of the make-up and
diversity of groups that our planning
policies impact on. This will involve us
asking you to fill in a simple questionnaire
asking for a few details about yourself. This
information will only be used for this
purpose.

The Development Planning Checklist

When we produce a planning document
we will fill in a checklist which we will make
available to view online. This checklist will
ensure we are doing the following:

e Meeting and where possible
exceeding the National Standards
for Community Engagement.

e Follow the rules for Strategic
Environmental Assessment.

e Follow the rules for Equalities
Impact Assessment

e Meeting the requirements set out in
The Highland Council’'s Standards
for Gaelic in Printed Media

We have also prepared a separate
Consultation Checklist to ensure we have
contacted all the right groups,
organisations and individuals and we have
not missed anyone out.



How and when can | get
iInvolved?

In the past, some people have felt certain
things have stopped them getting involved
in preparing plans. These things include:

e Documents written in very technical
language;

e Not being aware of the planning
process;

e Not enough good opportunities to
be involved; and

¢ Not trusting the planning authority.

One of our main aims is to change how
people are involved in planning and to get
better results from the planning process.
We can try to communicate with a wide
range of people using documents which
are not written in technical language, and
giving you more and better opportunities
to get involved.

To let you know about the Highland
Wide Local Development Plan, we will:

e Set up special e-mail addresses so
you can ask questions about the
plan and also give you direct dial
phone numbers of people in charge
of producing the plan (these details
can be found at the end of this
document)

e Providing a form that you can fill in
online or on paper so you can give
us feedback at each stage of the
plan;

e We will put everyone who responds
on a database and then we will send
out newsletters by email or by post
which will contain updates on
progress of the development plan
team;

e Publish all of our documents online;
and

e Provide paper copies of documents
at each Highland Library, Service
Point, Council Office with planning
staff, and other important local
facilities.

While we are preparing the Highland
Wide Local Development Plan, we will:

e Work with the media to encourage
people to get involved,;

e Make your responses from each
stage available, and get feedback
on how we have communicated with
you. This will be particularly useful
if something has not worked well
and could be improved for the next
stage of the plan. We will report on
your responses to our Councillors
and to each ward forum at key
stages.

e Be working very closely with
Scottish Environment Protection
Agency, Scottish Natural Heritage,
Transport Scotland, and Scottish
Water to work through any difficult
issues or disagreements;

e Investigate using Planning Aid
Scotland to get people involved and
find positive solutions to any issues
that come up. Planning aid is a free
independent and professional
service offering support and advice
to people and communities who
cannot afford a consultant. Planning
Aid has already given training to
Highland Council officers on
community engagement and we
hope to continue to work with
Planning Aid programmes in the
future to encourage better
community involvement in the
planning system.

e Use ward forums to ask for people’s
views on the Highland Wide Local
Development Plan.

The following pages set out some of the
methods we will be using to involve you in
this process. We expect to use a mix of
methods to help people better understand
what development issues in the Highlands
are.
