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Lairg Community Film Launch
To coincide with the refurbishment of the 4 Star Ferrycroft Visitor Centre members of the Lairg Community have been involved in making a short film which is to be launched on 20 February at 7pm
The ten minute film focuses on crofting within Lairg, looking at the highs and lows of the past and present and what the future may hold for crofting in this small community. It highlights the importance of the Lairg lamb sale and the Mart itself, how crofting helps to unite the community and looks at what crofting represents to the crofters young and old.
The film was made by a group of volunteers, of all generations, with no previous experience, but with the help of professional film makers. Cara Cameron, local crofter, who took on the role as producer says” we have not only learnt how to make a film from scratch but other valuable skills such as editing and using cameras to gather footage. I feel that the whole experience as producer has giving me knowledge and techniques that I thought I would never learn living in a small crofting community. It has been a pleasure to have been involved and one that I would encourage others to do.  In addition to the skills and knowledge picked up, great friendships have been made. We hope that the film will give locals and tourist alike an insight into the value of crofting and the lamb sales in Lairg.”
The project was made possible by a grant of £5000 from Awards for All, which was accessed by Lairg and District Initiative. The Highland Council managed the project and took on Charlie Wilson and Roddy Ritchie as the film-making team to oversee the project and train the local volunteers. The film will be shown in the centre on a regular basis once it re-opens in early April. 
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
