Action

Transport Scotland agreed to;

1. Carry out works to:

a) Reduce the radii of the Bishops Road kerblines and introduce pedestrian refuge across Bishop’s Road.
b) Provide a pedestrian refuge in Glenurquhart Road south of the shops and investigate the appropriateness of current parking arrangements in this area. Consider measures to discourage parking on footways. 

c) Provide two pedestrian refuges in Glenurquhart Road between Ballifeary Lane and Ballifeary Road.
d) Ensure that standard of new and existing islands are the same.

Every effort will be made to complete the above works by 31 March 2010.  During the detailed design process the appropriate local group with an interest in matters related to disabled people will be consulted  but the interest of May Smith, Chair of Ballifeary Community Council in these matters is also noted.
2. Investigate during financial year 2010-11:
a) Layout of Tomnahurich Street junction with Ardross Street
b) The need for a pedestrian crossing at Glenurquhart Road approaching the Tomnahurich Bridge (Bught Road-Bught Drive area)

Surveys to be carried out in the summer of 2010.

3. Investigate introducing additional pedestrian crossing facilities at Tomnahurich Street/ Kenneth Street traffic signal controlled junction (NB: there is currently a controlled pedestrian crossing across Kenneth St just west of the junction).  This will require liaison with Highland Council who managing the “SCOOT” traffic control system on behalf of Transport Scotland/HC.   
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
