Grants for D of E Volunteers to attend NGB Courses
Qualifications
 
One of the most useful national awards to have is the Summer Mountain Leader; this will give you the ability to work with D of E groups anywhere in the UK, right up to the mountain tops. If you are planning to work with Gold groups or Silver and Bronze groups that want to go into more challenging terrain than is required for their level of award, the Summer ML is ideal.

 

If you are going to work with D of E groups as a volunteer, you should be able to get some funding to cover the cost of the Summer ML course fee, albeit in 3 stages.

Step 1 – D of E Funding
 
Apply for £150 from D of E Scotland through their Catherine Smith Memorial Trust fund. Please send DofE Scotland a letter/email explaining what course you are looking to attend and the way in which you currently support the DofE in Highland.  This must be endorsed by your DofE Manager (Rebecca.raynes@highland.gov.uk for Highland Council Operating Authority)

Step 2 – Sports Council Funding - (Only for Clubs Affiliated to the Sports Council)
 
If your club is affiliated, your club may be able to access funding on your behalf.  Applying for 50% of the balance (and 50% from Coaching Highland see below) before the course takes place.  Contact your local sports council for more information: www.hsda.co.uk and click on Sports Councils for each area’s contact person.
Step 3 – Coaching Highland

Applicants should exhaust all other sources of funding, such as that available from the D of E and Local Sports Councils (details above) before applying to Coaching Highland.

Apply for up to a maximum of £250 from Coaching Highland through a Coach Education Grant. 

Go to the Coaching Highland website, register for free and then login. Go to ‘For Coaches’ then ‘Coaching Grants’, and then click on ‘Apply Online’ – or, if you want to download a PDF version for printing, choose ‘Download Form’.  Application forms must be received before the start date of the course.  If successful in receiving a grant, an email or letter of offer will be sent out with a claim form.  The claim form must be completed after the course has taken place, attaching a receipt for the course payment and any other agreed associated costs, and sent back to the office within a month after the course end date.  We will then reimburse the agreed amount by cheque or BACS payment.

Glenmore Lodge – Volunteer week

Each year Glenmore lodge in association with Grangers offer places on training and assessment courses at a significantly reduced rate (half price in recent years) for volunteers.
