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Summary 
 
This report and its appendices summarise the Service’s bid for capital top slice 
funding for 2010/11. 

 
Background 
 
The Scottish Government have indicated that the funding for capital in 2010/11 will 
remain a direct grant and, following a meeting between CFOA, the Scottish 
Government and COSLA on 6 November 2009, have requested that Fire Conveners 
make a recommendation to them as to how the Capital Grant in 2010/11 should be 
distributed. 
 
In accordance with the Board’s capital strategy and IRMP plan, the Service has 
submitted its capital top slice bid for the upgrading of two retained fire stations (see 
appendix).  The bids from all Scottish Fire and Rescue Service will be considered at 
the next Fire Conveners meeting.
