DofE Leadership

· 4 modules creased which will separately levelled at SCQF6.

· DofE Scotland will be running DofE Leadership as a Gold residential opportunity in the October holidays.  Please let Alex know if you have anyone interested.

· Directors course will be running for those interested in using this – there will be an online element as well as direct delivery modules.

Expedition Areas
· Claire Knifton is taking over from Andrew Bootman on Lochaber panel.

· Please use up to date green forms

· Voucher code for assessor (where you are not using your own) must go on form.

· You will not be given a reference number until accredited assessors name and number has been included.

· Sheila Robertson from Cairngorm area has changed her email address.

· If you use an external provider for expeditions then they must be an Approved Activity Provider from this year.  (Please note that just because a group is an AAP does not mean they have had necessary safeguarding checks by DofE)
eDofE
· eDofe upgrade will take place on 18th May for participants and leaders.

· Leaders can view a summary of all evidence on one screen rather than looking at individual pieces.  All approvals, rejections and deletions can take place from this screen.

· Less clicks to get to where you want to go!

· Possible to upload evidence and expedition details to more than one participant at a time.

· Achievement packs builds as the participant works through their programme rather than all being done at the end.

· From Sept there will be a resources section for each Operating Authority – i.e. information store for leaders in Highland.

· There will be a search facility by name and number.

· It will be possible to print off emergency contact details. 

· Later in the year there will be the facility to send in assessors report for participants.

· Upgrade for DofE Managers/Assistant Managers will come later in the year.
eDofE mapping
· Will be launched in May 2011.
· Anyone with access to eDofE ill have access for free satmap via eDofE.

· 1:50000 and 1:25000 maps available, including aerial shots, self filling route card and the ability to print maps.

· More details are in latest DofE Magazine.
eDofE reporting
· Will allow 7 standard reports to be produced and there are filters to create others.

· Standard reporting includes by participant; infrastructure; network; stock and flow; traditional statistics report; sectional activity and achievement.

· Data is refreshed monthly.

· Does not include personal data.

· The reporting suite should be available in the next few weeks.
Protection of Vulnerable groups
· New scheme which came in on 28th Feb to check those working with vulnerable groups.

· DofE Scotland and Highland Council will use this to check new volunteers.

· Existing volunteers will not be moved to this system for the next 2 years, in line with government guidance.

Training

· It is possible to add your name to a training list on DofE website (Glenmore list) and if the course is not full 3 weeks in advance then you will be phoned/emailed and offered the place at ½ price.
