	Best Practice:
All the precautions which are reasonably expected to be taken are listed here for each hazard. If the hazard is present, the law requires reasonable measures to be taken to reduce risk. Don’t consider anything that is irrelevant to the task in hand. Certain practices highlighted in bold print in this column are not merely guidance - they are specific legal requirements.

	· Fire
	Early warning of fire, eg automatic detection and alarm system (if they are present).

Minimum of two alternative escape routes.

Means of fighting fire to be available.

Access for the Fire Brigade - have discussions with the Fire Brigade if access is to be restricted.

Prepare a Fire Emergency Plan.

Use flame-retardant sheeting on combustibles.

Hot Works Permit to be used where applicable.

	· Electrocution
	Survey for overhead power lines and precautions in accordance with GS6 Avoidance of danger from overhead electrical lines.

Consider proximity to live electrical cables in ceiling voids/roof spaces.

	· Radiation, heat, exposure to fumes/microwave energy
	Survey before working.

Implement suitable controls in consultation with the owner of the source of the hazard.

	· Fall of material
	Establish and police exclusion zones.

Wear hard hats.

Rubbish chutes, fans and debris netting.

Prohibit bombing or throwing of materials.

	· Slips, trips and falls
	Ensure safe access routes are provided.

Good housekeeping and adequate lighting.

Suitable footwear.

Trained user of access equipment, no alcohol or substance abuse.

Prohibit work in bad weather.

Suitable edge protection or harnesses worn by trained wearers with inspection regime and tested anchorages.
