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Objectives

 ● To promote small scale development in keeping with existing settlement pattern.
 ● To secure satisfactory trunk road access.

Objectives

 ● To direct housing to remaining infill opportunities principally on the west side of the A830.
 ● To extend museum/heritage attractions at the station and provide for development of a village  
  hall and a playing field.
 ● To retain a strong belt of trees and related paths adjacent to the A830 and protect the open  
  “parks” and setting for the Listed Church and heritage buildings at Slatach.
 ● To safeguard the character of the loch edges, open lands and the setting for the Monument,  
  Visitor Centre and parking.
 ● To promote upgrading of the WWTW facilities
 ● To protect the SPA, Ancient Woodland and SSSI features within the settlement.
 ● To protect the integrity of and secure exceptional siting and design within the NSA.

Hinterland Around Towns
Policy H3
Housing development will generally be within existing and planned new settlements. In the
hinterland of towns, defined in the Local Plan, new housing and conversions of non-traditional buildings in the open countryside will not be permitted, unless it can be demonstrated that it is required for the management of the land and related family purposes.
