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Briefing Note 

Single Use Carrier Bag (Scotland) Regulations

Why we are contacting you?

The Scottish Government are introducing Single User Carrier Bag (Scotland) Regulations, effective Monday 20th October 2014. 

The regulations will have an impact across the retail sector, in-store, on-line and at any point-of-purchase.

What does this mean for you as a retailer?

· The charge on new single use carrier bags will apply to all retailers, regardless of size or type of product sold and includes independent retailers
· You will need to charge a minimum of 5p per new single use carrier bag (paper,plant-based or plastic)
· You must apply the charge from 20th October 2014
· You will need to record the number of bags issues and the charge collected only if you have over 10 Full time equivalent staff, or are VAT registered and issue more than 1000 bags per year.

There are exemptions to the Regulations which may affect your business. It is recommended that you read the full Retail Guidance which will be made available online once the Regulations are passed in Parliament.
