NOTICE is hereby given that The Highland Council proposes to make amendments to Traffic Orders in terms of Sections 1(1) and (2),2(1) to 2(3) and 4(1) to 4(3),32(1),35(1),45,46,49 and 53 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 titled as above.
The amendments to the proposed Orders will:

· Re-introduce one-way traffic direction on Huntly Street in a southerly direction.
· Ban the left turn from Huntly Street onto Ness Bridge.

· Introduce 11 no. “Pay and Display” car parking spaces between Celt Street and Greig Street (restricted 8am to 6pm, Monday to Saturday). Outwith these hours these spaces would be free and unrestricted.

· Make available an additional 9 car parking spaces (free and unrestricted) after 6pm Monday to Saturday in the proposed loading/bus drop-off bays outside Highland House of Fraser and Balnain House.

· Re-determine 6 no. free spaces on Greig Street as Permit Parking spaces.

· Remove 1 Permit Parking space on Balnain Street and extend the “no waiting at any time” from the junction with Huntly Street to 20 Balnain Street.
