Chanonry Point lies at the end of a spit of land known as Chanonry Ness, which
extends south into the Moray Firth and is within walking distance of the Ross-shire
villages of Fortrose and Rosemarkie. Fort George lies across the Moray Firth, to the
south, on an opposing spit of land, which, together with Chanonry Ness, form Chanonry
Narrows, a tidal race on the boundary of the Inner and Outer Moray Firth. This natural
bottleneck historically carried a crossing point between Fort George and Chanonry

Point, overlooked by the 19th century Chanonry Point Lighthouse.

The tidal waters of Chanonry Narrows also provide an ideal habitat for bottlenose
dolphins to socialise and forage. Chanonry Point has received international acclaim
as one of the most regarded places in Europe to witness dolphins from the shore and,
as a result, is one of the top ten most popular visitor attractions in the Highlands,
receiving approximately 120,000 - 140,000 visitors per year. As a consequence,

the sheer volume of traffic has given rise to a range of problems for
golfers, those living at the point and the unknown number of visitors

who are unable to get a parking space.

The following two sketch proposals seek to provide a more
formal approach to parking and traffic management,
yet remain sympathetic to the existing exposed,
coastal character and ‘sense of place’

found at Chanonry Point.
