· Even if your business has been run successfully for a number of years it is important that you review your safety arrangements to ensure they remain effective.
· The attached checklist should not be regarded as an exhaustive list. The checklist is simply intended to provide confirmation to our Service that you are aware of and are complying with the relevant licence conditions and have taken appropriate steps to ensure the safety of boat users.
