Schedule 3 Sign — This sign is required by law to tell the public if persons
under 18 year of age (a) can be admitted; (b) if they are not admitted; or, (c)
if admittance is only given to certain areas. The sign requires to be displayed
at or near to the entrance(s) to the premises so as to be visible to patrons.
