6. Maximum slope 1:2, 1:3 preferred. Slope will
depend on future maintenance requirements.

Class 2C materials can be highly
moisture sensitive and it is solely the
Contractor's responsibility to maintain these
materials in an acceptable moisture condition
following placing and compacting in general
